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Family quarrel turns tragic:
Sanpada constable ends life

Ulwe: A 35-year-old constable attached to San-
pada Police Station allegedly committed suicide
at his residence in Ulwe during the early hours of
Thursday, following a heated argument with his
wife over the phone.

The deceased has been identified as Swapnil
Ashok Lohar (35), a resident of Eknath Sadan build-
ing in Ulwe Sector-24. He lived there with his wife
and child. According to police, a domestic dispute
between the couple had taken place two days earlier,
after which Lohar’s wife had left for Aurangabad
along with their child. '

On Thursday, around 2
am, Lohar reportedly had
another argument with his
wife over a phone call.
During the call, he alleg-
edly threatened to end his
life and even showed his
actions on a video call. *
Alarmed, his wife immedi- ]
ately informed neighbours, fa‘
who rushed to his resi- <
dence and knocked on the
door. However, there was no response from inside.

She then alerted Ulwe Police, who arrived at the
scene and forcibly entered the flat. Lohar was found
hanging in the bedroom. He was rushed to a nearby
hospital, where doctors declared him dead on arriv-
al. Ulwe Police have registered a case of accidental
death, and further investigations are underway.

Known for his diverse skill set, Lohar is a skilled
boxer and a gifted singer; he has earned recognition
among colleagues for his vibrant personality. Dur-
ing last year’s “Jallosh Varditlyacha Dardinchya”
cultural program organized by Navi Mumbai Police
Commissionerate on the occasion of Diwali, Lo-
har’s singing performance won over the audience.
His sudden and untimely demise has left the police
fraternity deeply shocked and grieving.

Anti-corruption drive nets six
CIDCO staff in four months

Belapur: Within a
fortnight after the An-
ti-Corruption Bureau
(ACB) arrested two
employees at CIDCO’s
Nerul regional office
while accepting the
bribe, the Navi Mum-
bai unit of the ACB
has exposed yet anoth-
er bribery racket. This
time at CIDCO’s Sub-
Registrar  (Co-opera-
tive Societies) office in
Vashi.

The
secretary of the soci-
ety lodged a complaint
with the ACB, alleging
that CIDCO officials
demanded a bribe of

Rs 5 lakh to issue a
favourable order in a
matter involving a so-
ciety committee-relat-
ed dispute.

SGNP and WWA, Thane
rescue a spotted deer

A spotted deer was rescued and saved yesterday
by Wildlife Welfare Association Thane with SGNP
(Sanjay Gandhi National Park) Rapid Rescue Team
and the Forest Department. The team collectively
acted upon and rescued yesterday, on September 10,
a spotted deer (Chital) from Aurum IT Exam Cen-
ter, Powai. Though the deer was wandering near the
Mithi River on the previous day as well, but could not
be rescued by the team.

The next morning, the team WWA received a call
from the Powai police station informing them about
the deer sighting near Powai. The team, along with
the SGNP rapid rescue team and the forest depart-
ment, rushed to the spot and found the deer in an
abandoned plot overgrown with tall vegetation adja-
cent to a construction site.

Given the risk of the animal injuring itself, it was
necessary to conduct the rescue immediately. With
the expertise of Dr. Jangle, the head veterinarian of
SGNP, and through the strategic planning and seam-
less coordination of all the teams, the deer was tran-
quilized safely and rescued without delay. The animal
was identified as an adult spotted deer (chital).

Once declared fit, the deer was released back into
the forest. “A call like this is a reminder of the criti-
cal role each of us plays in safeguarding our urban
wildlife. Citizens must understand their role and the
importance of swift, collective action to ensure the
safety and well-being of the wildlife,” said the officer
from the Forest Department.

Bombay HC slams BMC for delayed salaries of sanitation
workers, orders Rs 50,000 payment

Mumbai: After a pro-
longed legal battle, 580 Bri-
hanmumbai Municipal Cor-
poration (BMC) sanitation
workers, who were reinstated
two years ago, have not re-
ceived their salaries for the
past two months. The Bom-
bay High Court, while dis-
posing of a petition filed by
the Waste Transport Workers'
Union (KVSS), has directed

the BMC to pay these over-
due salaries along with an
additional Rs 50,000 to each

worker.

Justice Milind Jadhav
expressed serious concern
over the delay, describ-
ing it as shocking given the
workers’ permanent em-
ployment status. The court
allowed for future com-

plaints if the BMC fails to

comply with its assurances.

The dispute dates back to
a 1996 Supreme Court direc-
tive that ordered the BMC
to grant permanent jobs and
benefits to these workers. De-
spite this, the BMC delayed
implementation, causing the
union to seek legal recourse.

In 2023, the High Court
upheld an industrial court’s
decision recognising the

workers as permanent and
mandated salary payments
within two months. The
BMC's subsequent appeal to
the Supreme Court was dis-
missed, which also imposed a
four-month deadline for com-
pliance.

Currently, while 217 work-
ers have received service con-
firmation letters, none have
been paid for two months.

Of the remaining 363 work-
ers, many lack confirmation
letters or salaries, with some
having died or reached retire-
ment without compensation.

The BMC has promised
to clear dues for 570 workers
and allow heirs of deceased
workers to claim arrears.
However, many remain un-
traceable despite efforts to
contact them.

Gadkari defends E20 petrol rollout, calls
backlash a "paid political campaign™

New Delhi: Union Minister Ni-
tin Gadkari has defended the rollout
of E20 petrol, calling the backlash a
"paid political campaign" against him
that has been proven false. Speaking
at the 65th Society of Indian Automo-
bile Manufacturers (SIAM) Annual
Convention, Gadkari emphasised that
the government’s ethanol blending
program is safe, effective, and crucial
for reducing fossil fuel imports.

“All testing agencies have con-
firmed there is no problem with
implementation,”  Gadkari  said,
highlighting that the Supreme Court
recently dismissed petitions chal-
lenging the nationwide rollout of E20,
which blends 20% ethanol with pet-
rol. Gadkari urged the automobile in-
dustry to accelerate the introduction
of biofuel-powered vehicles to reduce
pollution and reiterated his call for

GST relief for consumers who scrap
old vehicles to buy new ones.

He thanked automakers for com-
plying with stricter emission norms
and predicted that India’s logistics
costs would drop to 9% of GDP by
the end of 2025. The E20 program
aims to boost domestic ethanol pro-
duction from crops like maize, ben-
efiting farmers and cutting crude oil
imports.

Critics argue that E20 may reduce
mileage and harm older vehicles, but
Gadkari dismissed such claims, not-
ing that no verified damage cases
have been reported and vehicle war-
ranties remain valid. He urged con-
sumers not to fall for misinformation,
stressing that ethanol blending is an
indigenous, cost-effective, pollution-
reducing alternative vital for India’s
energy security.
